TECHNICAL TIPS é. Arlyn Bieber  

  
One of the keys to the success of the Ford Motor Company was the development 

and use of the Johansson gage blocks. These blocks were used on the shop floor to set 

up critical manufacturing operations, and to calibrate measurement tools and gages. 

 

Production methods used in the manufacture of Ford automobiles required that 

every part must be machined within close limits, so that when the parts were delivered 

to the assembly line or used by Ford dealers they would fit. This meant all the machine tools, jigs, fixtures, 

production and gauging tools had to be certified as to size 

with master standard gages that were accurate within less than 

four millionths parts of an inch. (This is one millionth finer than 

a human hair. 

  

 In 1923, Ford pur- chased the patents, secret processes, 

manufacturing and sales rights of the Johansson gage blocks. 

The manufacturing facilities were moved to Dearborn, Michigan 

and placed under the direct supervision of Carl E. Johansson 

who Ford hired to be a member of his engineering staff. 

  

 These gage blocks enabled Ford to set up his manufac-

turing equipment so that the parts produced from a particular ma-

chine would all be identical. This was extremely important when 

the parts reached the assem- bly line. Since the assembly line was 

moving, the parts had to fit so they could be bolted in place. 

There wasnôt time to file or alter a part to fit.  

  

 

Come to the next meeting to see a collection of these gage blocks and hear more about the importance of the 

gage blocks to the successful operation of the Ford Motor Company.
