TECHNICAL TIPS é. Arlyn Bieber  

  
DOES YOUR MUFFLER MUFFLE?  

It is interesting to compare the Ford one-piece, all-steel muffler with the flimsy tomato-can mufflers 

which have been used on many cars. The Ford muffler is electrically welded with no rivets or bolts to rust of 

loosen. The few simple parts of the Ford muffler are so welded together that each adds its strength to that of 

the entire assembly. 

  

 Take a look at the diagrammatic view of the muffler. The exhaust gases from the engine enter the 

large end of the muffler through the exhaust pipe at ñA.ò Now the end of this exhaust pipe is closed at ñB,ò so 

the gases pass out through the holes in the exhaust pipe at ñCò and into the muffler shell which, owing to its 

large size, gives the gases a chance to expand and cool, and allows successive ñpuffsò to mix with each other, 

so they lose much of their kick and noise.  

 

The gases now pass through the holes ñDò in the front baffle plate into the second expansion chamber. 

Then again enter the perforated pipe through the holes ñE.ò passing through this pipe and out through the 

holes ñFò into the third expansion chamber. Thence through the holes in the baffle plate or partition into the 

rear expansion chamber. Finally through the holes ñGò again into the central pipe, and out through the tail-

pipe at ñHò. 

 

As the aggregate area of each group of holes in the baffle plates and in the center pipe is far greater 

than the area of the exhaust pipe itself, little obstruction is offered to the free flow of the exhaust gases. Con-

sequently, there is practically no ñback-pressureò to curtail the power of the engine or to cause overheating. 

The Ford exhaust pipe is of 2-inch inside diameter and the tail pipe of 1 5/8-inch inside diameter, thus giving 

an unobstructed path f or the free flow of the gases.
