HEAD LAMP BULBS

The following is taken from the June 1931 Ford Service Bulletin.

NEW HIGH POWER HEAD LAMP BULBS
Offer Opportunity for Profit

Due to various State laws and regulations established many years
ago, original installation of bulbs in head lamps and spot lamps have
been limited to 21 candlepower.

State officials have recognized the need for unusually bright road
illumination for high speed night driving and the regulations have been
revised so that 32 candlepower head lamp bulbs are now authorized in 46
out of the 48 states. The only exceptions are Missouri and Nevada which
still specify the 21 candlepower limit.

A remarkable improvement, 50% increase in head lamp or spot light illu-
mination, can be obtained by owners who desire more light at low cost.
This can be done by replacing the present 21 candlepower bulbs in both
lamps with the new style 32 candlepower bulbs.

| find it interesting that during the Model A era States regulated head lamp bulbs. Today we cgn buy

50 candlepower bulbs for our headlights. This is another 60% increase over the old 32 candlepower

bulbs.

Most of us avoid driving at night but occasionally we find ourselves needing our head lamps. There afe three

things that contribute to good head lights: bulb size, condition of reflector plating, and bulb focus. Alg
